* Read 2 Samuel 12:1. What did the Lord do?
* Are there Godly people in your life that can speak truth to you?
* Do you ever struggle listening to them?

2. Read 2 Samuel 12:1-7. Why do you think Nathan dealt with David's sin by
telling him a story first?

3. Read 2 Samuel 12:8-14. Why is it important to remember both the
consequences of self-destructive behavior and the steps to recovery?

4. Read Psalm 32:3-5. Our decision to sin can literally have physical
consequences. How does David say he felt during the time he tried to cover
up his misdeed?

* How did God respond when David finally confessed?

5. Read David’s beautiful masterpiece, Psalm 51. What jumps out as you as
interesting or revealing?

* Look at verse 12. What two things does David request?
