INTRODUCTION:

This weekend we begin a new series called “What Matters Most". Pastor Tyler will
walk us through the book of Galatians. We begin by looking at the author, Paul, and
why he needs to write to the churches in Galatia?

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS
1) READ Acts 13:38-39
a) What is the gospel message?

2) READ Acts 14:19-23
a) What happened when Paul and Barnabas preached the gospel to the
churches in Galatia?
b) What did they do? Why?
c) How do you respond when going through hardships?

CLING TO THE PERSON OF JESUS, NOT TO PERFORMANCE
3) READ Galatians 1:1-10
a) Why is Paul writing to the churches in Galatia?
b) Who are the people deserting?
c) What are some areas of your life that you are trying to win the approval of
people rather than God?

DON'T ADD TO THE GOSPEL FOR YOUR OWN CREDIT
4) READ Galatians 1:7 and Ephesians 2:3-5
a) Where do you have a tendency to add to the gospel so you get credit?
b) How are we saved? Discuss this as a group.

DON'T SUBTRACT FROM THE GOSPEL FOR YOUR OWN COMFORT
5) READ Psalm 139: 23-24
a) How are you tempted to “subtract” the gospel, and run towards comfort?

BE BOLD SERVANTS OF JESUS!
6) READ Galatians 1:10
a) What does it mean to be a servant of Christ? Discuss this verse as a group.



CHALLENGE
This week let's pray Psalm 139: 23-24 daily and ask God how we can be more bold
for the Gospel!
