3) READ Ephesians 2:8-9 

a) By what means are we are saved. Discuss as a group what GRACE means? 
b) Ryan tells us that there is effort required by us, but not earning. What do 

you think he means? 
 

HOW DO I REACH MY SPIRITUAL GOALS WITH GOD? 
4) READ Galatians 2:20, and John 15:4  

a) What kind of relationship does God want to have with you? Why? 
b) What are some ways we can build a relationship with God?  

 
HOW DO I GET GOOD THINGS FROM GOD? 

5) READ Galatians 3:5-9, James 1:17 and Romans 8:28 
a) Does God love and bless us because we do good things in order to earn 

His favor? 
b) Can you think of a time when God did something miraculous in your life?
